Christian Fellowship Church and Crossroads Christian Church, both in
Evansville, have teamed up with GMO as part of their Church Online Missions Program,
a church-alliance collaboration that gives local congregations the chance to expand
their global mission’s ministry and influence around the world. GMO can direct
anonymous inquiries from seekers all over the world to the online missionaries of these
congregations.

This week, GMO is opening its doors to a regional office in Carmel, Ind., which
will allow the ministry to continue to team up with additional local churches and
business.

“The GMO team brings expert insight into areas of outreach that are simply
beyond our capacity and they do this with passionate humility,” said Todd Bussey,
executive pastor of Crossroads Christian Church.
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The Church Online Missions Program is available to churches of any size or
denomination. Through multiple websites, GMO is able to direct online spiritual seekers
to the “electronic” front doors of participating church volunteers, where they can engage
with and disciple people through e-mail. The volume of daily or weekly e-mails provided
to a church depends on the number of volunteers and their requested activity loads.
